The Canada Colombia Free Trade Agreement was negotiated behind closed doors, and

signed on November 21st in Lima, Peru.

The deal has come under fire by trade unionists, human rights organizations, and activists, who claim that if ratified, itlwi
give legitimacy to a government responsible for grave human rights abuses.

The CanadaColombia agreement was tabled in parliament on March 26th, and requires a vote in order to be ratified. During
the election campaign, former Liberal leader Stéphane Dion claimed that his party would not support the deal, but of late the

Liberal position has become less clear.

In June, an all party report written by the Standing Committee on International Trade recommended that Canada not sign a
Free Trade Agreement with Colombia until an independent human rights assessment has been carried out. The New Democ-
ratic Party and the Bloc Quebecois have both since maintained their opposition to the deal.

The mainstream media completely ignored the demonstration, the first of its kind to be held outside Vancouver's new billion
dollar convention center. They did, however, find it print worthy to note that while the demonstration for Colombia was go-
ing on, former PM Jean Chrétien was accosted and accused of being a "war criminal."
